Changes:
Throughout By-laws - Executive Secretary / Treasure changed to Executive Director

Article IV (Dues) - Add: Notice of dues will be published in the associations fall newsletter
and applications will be mailed with the convention packets in the fall. Dues must be paid prior
to the membership business meeting at the convention.

Article VI (Directors) Sec. 5 - Add: In the event of a vacancy due to resignation, illness,
death or withdrawal of membership, the President shall appoint a replacement to complete the
term of the vacated position.

Article VIII ( Duties of Officers) - Add:

SECTION 3.

The Secretary shall record minutes during all board of directors & membership meet-
ings and assist the Executive Director with preparation of the minutes. The Secretary
will review the minutes for accuracy prior to the next meeting.

SECTION 4.

The Treasure shall work with the Executive Director to assist with the operations of
the Associations Finances.
